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	LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT & GENERAL SECRETARY OF EFS TO THE MEMBER SOCIETIES OF EFS WITH REGARD TO THE ORGANIZATIONAL RULES OF FUTURE EFS CONGRESSES.


March 2004.
· All the candidatures of member associations and societies are welcome providing they fulfil the requirements stated below. It is a condition that all documents arrive to the President and to the General Secretary by electronic mail in Word or PDF format before the 12th April 2004 where upon the documents will be available on the EFS website (www.europeansexology.com) for general inspection. Presentations & general documentation will be invited at the AGM of EFS at Brighton.

· Rules for the organizers of an EFS Congress (2006 and beyond)
It is necessary to have:
· The association who applies for organizing the next congress must be up to date of its subscription (including any arrears)
· The presence of the President of the organizing association must attend to present and answer any enquiries regarding the plan during the meeting of the Executive Committee (on 12th May in Brighton) and at the General Assembly on 15th May.

· The guarantee of a permanent organising president. It is necessary that the person appointed for organizing the next EFS congress will still be in charge of the meeting in the year the tenure is awarded (with appropriate fail safe mechanisms in case of illness, etc) and that this person has the assurance and full support of their association, in order to avoid misunderstanding with any successor presidents of the host Association..
· A city or town must be able to welcome between 600 and 1200 people with good international flight connections nearby
· A reliable PCO with evidence of a financial plan & a balanced projected budget
· A theme of  the proposed congress

· A scientific committee guarantor for ensuring good scientific quality

· A plan of contract between the PCO or Society and EFS which guarantees an income of at least €20 000 for EFS. 

· To guarantee to the Executive Committee the usual benefits (free travel – economy class less than two hours travel & business class more than two hours travel to the venue from the nearest airport of the committee member, congress registration and accommodation at the congress hotel).
· To deliver, at the beginning of the congress, a book of abstracts to each participant with either an e-mail or postal address of the authors.

· A precise calendar of mailing information and programs: deadlines of the 1st & 2nd announcements with the call of abstracts; delivery of the final programme by the beginning of the congress and on the website one month in advance of the commencement date of the congress, including details of all free communications and posters.

· Each organizer commits their PCO to update and complete the mail list already existing from the previous EFS congress throughout the promotional period and to make this available after the congress to the EFS General Secretary to pass on to the president of the next congress.
